Hurricane Irma came barreling through Highlands County 
in September and caused wide devastation throughout 
the county. A lot of it was wind damage so we created 
relationships with UMCOR and Team Rubicon and FEMA 
and started collaborating and seeing how the three of 
our organizations could work together to serve families in 
Highlands County. We were actually home when it happened 

and my daughter was in the room and the whole roof collapsed. Everything started to 
flood, the phones went out, there was nothing we could do but just sit there and kind 
of bear down on it. It was a very life-changing experience for us. My kids have asthma 
so to see their, their rooms with like water damage, I’m scared that you know that 
that might aggravate any of their asthma because their, their health is like number one 
priority. There’s a lot of people hurting here right now. Just having someone make a 
first phone call. I’ve had some volunteers that have, have just made that simple call and 
saying someone’s gonna be there, we’re gonna help, we’re just, we just want to let you 
know you’re not forgotten. There’s many families in Highlands County that are in need 
of critical home repairs and Habitat for Humanity in Highlands County has created a 
repair program so that we can serve these families and get them back into safe housing. 
I am so thankful for Habitat for not forgetting about the ones they helped and because 
they’re helping, we’ll have the kids here sooner. And then we’re also serving families 
that have been completely displaced. We’re working with them to qualify them for first-
time home ownership. Going from hurricane to homeowner, it’s just, it doesn’t seem real. 
It’s not enough words to really describe or to say like thank you because you never 
know what can happen or who’s actually there for you and to be a single mom and 
know, like you have help, it’s a lot. To be able to give this opportunity to my children, it’s 
like the best. I think I still believe it’s not true, I’m going to still think everything is not 
real.
