Longo shares some of his
beauty secrets on how to achieve
the new styles and hottest looks
for spring and summer:

The Moment of Matte

To achieve the new season’s
look, begin by applying a gel base

primer and Vincent Longo Liquid
Canvas Foundation for a sheer
matte finish. Be sure to blend as
contouring is very important on
lips, eyes and cheeks. This isn’t
the matte look of the early
1990s—it’s much more glamorous
and intimate.

Luscious Lips

Be sure to contrast the warmth
of the skin tone with something
cool on the lips. Start by lining
lips with a Lip Pencil in Rosewood
(this will keep product from bleed-
ing or feathering and give lips
color that lasts).
