At this stage, it’s common for
toddlers to practice such things as
trying to get dressed or tie their
shoes and to make mistakes,
which is how they learn.

* Best Potty Training Perfor-
mance in the Feel 'n Learn Cate-
gory: Megan in “Mr. Mom.” The
movie shows a potty training
scene where Megan’s dad is
encouraging her to learn to use
the toilet all by herself. At ages
two and older, toddlers are becom-
ing empowered to do things on
their own with the encouragement
of their parents.
