6 tablespoons light brown
sugar

3 tablespoons rice wine
vinegar

2 teaspoons fresh garlic,

minced
2 tablespoons onion, finely

minced
1 tablespoon cornstarch,

dissolved in one

Preparation for the Peach
Teriyaki Glaze:

Heat the soy sauce, brown
sugar, rice wine vinegar and
ginger in a 4-qt. saucepan over
medium heat. Add the garlic
and onion and simmer gently
for 3 or 4 minutes. Stir in the
cornstarch, lower the heat and
whisk until the teriyaki glaze
has thickened, about 20 sec-
onds. Carefully stir in the Cal-
ifornia Cling Peaches with a
rubber spatula, taking care to
bathe them completely in the
glaze.
