At the luxurious Fiesta
Americana Reforma, rates drop as
low as $75 on the weekend. At the
Ritz Centro Histórico and Casa
Blanca hotels, travelers can find
weekend rooms for $38—as com-
pared to a weekday rate of $88—
and other hotels such as the Impe-
rial Reforma offer rooms for
approximately $48 a night. 

The newly renovated Melia
Mexico Reforma offers a similar
weekend package. The hotel has
weekend rooms for $100 a night
(as compared to $225). The rate
includes a buffet breakfast.

Guests can also receive discounted
rates at the five-star Four Seasons
Hotel in Mexico City. The hotel
has a four day package that
includes a stay in the Executive
Suite, VIP transfer to and from
the airport, a welcome gift, a bot-
tle of champagne, a half hour
aroma therapy massage, a cul-
tural excursion, and dinner at the
hotel’s El Restaurante.

Special packages are also
offered for mature travelers. The
Presidente Inter-Continental
Hotel, for example, offers travel-
ers age 55 and older special rates
through the 55 for $55 program.
