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(NAPSA)—Ever burn your
toast? Ever had your smoke alarm
go off as a result? And now the
question that’s harder to answer:
ever yanked the batteries out to
quiet that screeching noise? If this
sounds even remotely familiar,
read on. There’s new technology
available now that could save
your family’s lives.

Life’s irritations can include
nuisance or “false” alarms caused
when cooking smoke or shower
steam send your smoke alarm into
full alert. In fact, a recent na-
tional survey confirms that 64
million households experience
nuisance activations, largely from
cooking related events.

For many, the solution is to
remove the batteries,  which
human nature tends to conclude,
is not a problem because home
fires always happen to someone
else. It would never happen to
you, right?

Wrong. There’s a residential
fire every two hours, 24/7, in this
country, according to the Centers
for Disease Control. Everyday, fire
fighters walk into burnt-out
homes to carry out the victims
only to find smoke alarms that
didn’t alarm because they could
not—the batteries were dead or
missing. The National Fire Pro-
tection Association estimates that
22 million households today have
inoperable smoke alarms. Com-
bine that with the five million
homes that have no alarm at all
and you rapidly start to grasp why
home fires kill or injure over
20,000 people every year.

What’s wrong with this pic-
ture? These deaths could have
been prevented.

The NFPA reports that an
operable smoke alarm can im-
prove your chances of survival by
50 percent. “The nuisance alarm
issue has been around since these
life-safety devices were first made
widely available over 30 years
ago,” says Bill Webb, executive
director of the Congressional Fire
Services Institute. “Despite the
success we’ve had recently in edu-
cating the public to use smoke
alarms, many still feel compelled
to disarm the units when cooking
smoke or shower steam causes
them to go off. The end result can
be deadly,” he said.

New technology may save
more lives

What if there was a “smart”
smoke alarm, one that could
reduce the chances of activating in
the presence of cooking smoke,
but savvy enough to immediately
recognize a real fire emergency?
And, here’s the best part, what if
such an alarm was also afford-
able, and drastically easier to
silence or test?

Perhaps the most significant
advancement since the advent of

the smoke alarm, First Alert,
inventor of the first battery oper-
ated smoke alarm, has developed
the first smart alarm that can be
silenced or tested simply by push-
ing any button on a household
remote control device.

What’s more, engineers have
figured out a way to use microchip
technology that helps the alarm
“think” about the smoke it sees.
“Smoke consists of large or small
particles,” reports Mark Devine,
head of engineering at First Alert.
“Cooking smoke has a different
signature than a real home fire
where smoke concentrations are
rapidly building. This new alarm
can differentiate between rapidly
building smoke sources from a
real fire as opposed to a dissipat-
ing smoke scenario from a cook-
ing event.

The end game for consumers is
simple: burn your toast—if the
alarm goes off, just point and
click. The result is virtually no
temptation to do the wrong thing
and remove the batteries. Test the
alarm? Again, point and click. No
more ladders or stools to reach the
test button. Many in the fire ser-
vices community believe this new
technology will do one more
thing—save more lives.

quality of indoor air.

The CRI program identifies vac-
uum cleaners that must perform
each of three tasks well: (1) soil
removal, (2) dust containment
(without putting the dust back into
the air), and (3) carpet appearance
retention.

The label appears on machine
packaging, merchandising dis-
plays and hang tags. The logo
may also be permanently placed
on the machine itself.

“There has been a federal law pro-
hibiting unsolicited faxes for the
past ten years, but that really has
not had an effect on the people
who send them. Litigation is just
too costly and time-intensive to be
a practical solution. The FaxFilter
is the simplest, most cost-effective
option available to end junk faxes
once and for all.”

The filter eliminates junk faxes
by asking all would-be fax senders
to enter a two-digit extension
prior to initiating the fax. If the
sender does not know the code,
the filter breaks the connection.

Each new filter comes with a
preprinted notification bearing
the device’s access code and
instructions for speed dialing.
Owners need only send the notice
to their list of business contacts
and friends.

$69, plus shipping, with no addi-
tional or recurring fees.
